Community Governance Review – notes from the meeting: Review of the impact on local communities of proposed development of parish boundaries and its impact on Gt & Lt Leighs from the proposed building of a new community in the north west boundary. This new development of 1100 houses planned at the far end of the village which would be bisected by the A131. Consideration could be given to establishing a parish council and providing a new community hall to cover the area cut off from the rest of the village, but there was concern that this would have an adverse impact on the present community hall, with reduced usage and income. One option would be to ward the parish to accommodate the new development area.

Community Governance Review – Parish development and village boundary changes could impact existing parish dynamics. The parish council has been asked to decide if an additional parish is required or councillors to be allocated by wards. Parish councillors to give their response at the next meeting.
