Comment:

Growth Area 2 5A Land at Moulsham Hall

Protection of Phillis Curry nature reserve is not adequate; we would suggest a buffer zone at the edge of the reserve, running parallel with Dunmey Lane along the edge of the development instead of across as shown on the map. This would offer some protection to this valued Nature Reserve as stated in modification notes to protect and preserve the bio-diversity of the local landscape.

Growth Area 2 5C adjacent to 5B MM46

This area bordering Banters Lane is unsuitable for development as it encases a country lane, which your policy states Chelmsford City Council need to protect. This lane was also a protected lane in previous plans/policy but has since been revoked. Also concerns for the local industrial area including a fuel depot in Banters Lane which would impact on the safety of residents. It was stated at a meeting with previous planners that 5B would be designated a retirement provision only, although no reference to this has been mentioned.

Waste Water Treatment works are situated next to the river Ter which as stated is a protected area, leaving concerns on how this treatment works can be extended to manage a further 1100 homes without encroaching on this protected area.
