County Councillor report from Mike Steel to the meeting; Member Led Pothole Scheme saw 42 completed, 2 rejected – 1 referred to water company, 1 rejected as multi holes and 7 in planning.
LHP requests for additional SID poles require a speed survey to show speeds in excess of the speed limit by 10mph. Alternatively, the Parish Council can fund these. The process is still not in place yet.
Probably the biggest complaint after potholes, pavements and flooding – the booking system is live, with the hour before pilot booking system being extended.
Boreham Road near Castle Close drain cover has been escalated and has become a matter of urgency.
